Noun – person, place, thing, or idea


Verb – expresses action or state of being


Subject – the noun or pronoun telling who or what the sentence is about


Predicate – the verb and the rest of the sentence


Adjective – a word that describes a noun (tell what kind, how many, or which one)


Adverb – a word that describes a verb, adjective, or adverb (tells where, when, how, and why)


Article – tells that a noun is coming up


Verb phrase – complete verb including the main word and helping words
